Fabric Requirements

Blocks: 
 1 Daydream Fat Quarter Bundle (27170AB)

Background and Inner Border: 31/2 yards  
 (Moda Bella Solid 9900 200)

Border:  
 Top Border: 5/8 yard  (27173 11) 
 Bottom Border: 5/8 yard (27170 26) 
 Side Borders: 7/8 yard  (27170 24)

Binding: 3/4 yard (27175 14)

Backing: 81/4 yards



Cutting

2  Assemble the quilt

3  Layer, quilt as desired and bind. ENJOY!

(A) Arrange the blocks in 4 rows of 4 blocks each. Join the blocks in 
the rows. Join the rows. 

(B) Sew the 2-21/2" x 721/2" inner border strips to the sides of the quilt.  
Press away from the quilt center. Sew the 2-21/2" x 761/2" inner 
border strips to the top and the bottom.

(C) Sew the 2-61/2" x 761/2" border strips to the sides of the quilt.  
Press away from the quilt center. Sew the 2-61/2" x 881/2" border 
strips to the top and the bottom.
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Blocks: 
From the Fat Quarter bundle cut: 
16 sets of 4 matching 31/2" squares for A 
16 sets of 8 matching 31/2" squares For B 
16 sets of 4 matching 31/2" squares and  
  31/2" x 61/2" rectangles for C 
16 of sets 4 matching 61/2" x 31/2" rectangles for D 

Background and Inner Border: 
9-61/2" x width of fabric strips 
 From the strips, cut 16-61/2" squares and 64-61/2" x 31/2" rectangles 
11-31/2" x width of fabric strips 
 From the strips, cut 128-31/2" squares 
8-21/2" x width of fabric strips 
 Sew the strips end to end. From this long strip cut 2-21/2" x 761/2" 
  and 2-21/2" x 721/2" strips.

Borders: 
Side: 4-61/2" x width of fabric strips 
 Sew the strips end to end. From this long strip cut 2-61/2" x 761/2"  
Top: 3-61/2" x width of fabric strips 
 Sew the strips end to end. From this long strip cut 1-61/2" x 881/2" 
Bottom: 3-61/2" x width of fabric strips 
 Sew the strips end to end. From this long strip cut 1-61/2" x 881/2" 

Binding: 
9-21/2" x width of fabric strips 
 Sew the strips end to end to make the binding.

Quilt is 88" x 88".
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(i) Draw a diagonal line from corner to corner on the wrong side 
of the 4 matching 31/2" A squares. Layer 1 marked square on the 
corner of a 61/2" background square. Sew on the diagonal line. 
Trim 1/4" from the seam. Press to the corner to form a triangle. 
Repeat on the remaining 3 corners of the square. Make 1.

(ii) Join 1-(B) and 1-(C) square. Make 4. Draw a diagonal line from 
corner to corner on the wrong side the 4 remaining B squares. 
Layer 1 marked square on the corner of 1-(C) rectangle as shown. 
Sew on the diagonal line. Trim 1/4" from the seam. Press to the 
corner to form a triangle. Make 2. Repeat to make two with the 
seam going in the opposite direction.

(iii) Draw a diagonal line from corner to corner on the wrong side of 8-31/2" 
background squares. Layer 1 marked square on the corner of 1-(D) 
rectangle as shown. Sew on the diagonal line. Trim 1/4" from the seam 
and press. Repeat on the opposite corner. Make 4. Add 1-61/2" x 31/2" 
background rectangle. Make 4.

(iv) Join the previous units as shown to make one block. Make 16 blocks.

 Use 1/4" seams and press in the direction of the arrows.Construction

1 To make one block select:

There are 16 blocks, 181/2" square unfinished.

1 matching set of 4-31/2" squares for A 
1 matching set of 8-31/2" squares for B 
1 matching set of 4-31/2" squares and  
 4-31/2" x 61/2" rectangles for C 
1 matching set of 4-61/2" x 31/2" for D
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Combine the units as shown.
